TUE • Britain’s smallest city, St Davids, owes its status to the 12th 
century purple sandstone cathedral which dominates the tranquil vale in 
which it sits. Spend time in this character-full town surrounded by 
National Park scenery. Continue to Pembrokeshire’s finest stately home, 
Picton Castle. This ancient building has roots as a medieval castle, 
transformed into an 18th century home for the elite.

WED • Begin on the west coast in Peel, a beautiful bay enclosed by a 
medieval castle, a lively harbour and a promenade selling local treats. Ride 
out to the island’s southernmost tip to enjoy some of the nation’s greatest 
scenery from The Sound (where you’ll also find a delicious café with 
panoramic views). Return to Douglas for a guided tour of Tynwald – 
which claims to be the oldest continuous parliamentary assembly in the 
world!

MON • Perhaps make use of the hotel leisure before dinner.
TUE • Cruise the River Severn with tea/coffee & biscuits, marveling 
at historic sites such as Shrewsbury Castle and the medieval Town Walls 
during this peaceful 40-minute cruise. Enjoy free time in Shrewsbury - 
this delightful town boasts over 600 listed buildings and was described by 
Sunday Times Style Magazine as “a half-timbered beauty awash with 
independents”. Continue to 18th century Attingham Park (NT) and 
discover an impressive Regency Mansion set within 200 acres of parkland. 
With impressive architecture and fine furnishings up top, and busy staff 
quarters below, you’ll gain a real insight into the lives of those that once 
lived and worked here.
WED • The British Ironwork Centre is ‘Art With Conscience’. Follow 
trails through the UK’s largest collection of metal sculptures looking out 
for the Spoon Gorilla (made with 40,000 spoons) and an entire recycled 
tractor that’s been used to create Head On With The Future. This 
afternoon, discover 700 years of history at Chirk Castle & Garden (NT) 
– this magnificent medieval fortress is the last castle of this period that’s 
still lived in today. Lavish interiors include a 17th century Long Gallery 
and rich tapestries in the State Rooms, outside herbaceous borders and 
rose gardens should be alive with colour.
THUR • Visit the (recently restored) Museum of the Gorge and learn 
about the its key role in the Industrial Revolution, enjoying views down to 
the famous Iron Bridge from outside. Continue your links with the River 
Severn during a journey on the Severn Valley Railway, the line follows 
this ancient waterway and crosses it at the impressive 200ft Victoria Bridge. 
Spend time in the medieval town of Ludlow amongst almost 500 listed 
buildings before taking the scenic route back to the hotel past Wenlock 
Edge – a narrow limestone escarpment with flower rich grasslands and 
ancient woodlands.

Country Park (NTS), designed by Robert Adam in the late 18th 
century, this treasure trove is bursting with priceless pieces from one of 
the oldest clans in Scotland.
WED • Experience the exotic at Logan Botanic Garden where an 
almost sub-tropical climate enables fascinating plants from around the 
world to flourish! Visit the picture-postcard, pastel-coloured harbour 
town of Portpatrick, where cliffs surround the small bay. This 
afternoon, wander in Castle Kennedy Gardens, where you’ll find a riot 
of colour in the Walled Garden & rare Victorian water lilies in the round 
pond – with impressive castle ruins as your backdrop. 
THUR • Enjoy a final glimpse of Scotland before heading home.

Branch as the insurer. If the Package Travel or Linked Travel Arrangements booked through us are cancelled or are cut short 
due to the company becoming insolvent or having an administrator appointed and being unable to provide agreed services, 
this insurance covers you for:
• If Cancelled Before Departure: Loss of either deposit(s) or the full price of the package travel or linked travel 

arrangements paid in advance.
• Or, if Cancelled After Departure: Following any Package Travel or Linked Travel Arrangements being cut short, the 

provision of assistance services and additional costs reasonably and necessarily incurred to enable you to return to the 
country of departure including, if necessary, the financing of accommodation prior to your return.

2. BOOKING & PAYMENT When a booking is made, the 'lead name' on the booking guarantees that he or she is 18 or 
over and has the authority and accepts on behalf of the party the terms of these booking conditions and pays the deposit 
indicated in the brochure and as confirmed in the pre-contract information. After we receive your booking and all 
appropriate payments, if the arrangements you wish to book are available, we will send you or your booking agent a 
confirmation invoice within 14 days. This confirmation will include any special requests we have agreed. All monies paid to 
your booking agent are held by them on your behalf until we issue our confirmation invoice, thereafter your booking agent 
holds the money on our behalf. A binding agreement will come into existence between us when we dispatch this invoice to 
the 'lead name' or your booking agent. Please check the confirmation carefully to ensure all the information is correct.  This 
contract is governed by English Law, and the jurisdiction of the English Courts.
Single occupancy of rooms, when available, may be subject to a supplementary charge and these will be shown in the 
brochure. You can book by paying a deposit for each person named on the booking but our commitment is always 
conditional upon the balance being paid as below;

In this case the cost 
will be payable at a separate date notified to you and will not normally be refunded unless we obtain a refund from the 
supplier we use.

3. BROCHURE/WEBSITE ACCURACY Although Reg’s Coaches Ltd. (trading as Shaws Coaches) make every effort 
to ensure the accuracy of the brochure/website information and pricing, regrettably errors do sometimes occur. You must 
therefore ensure you check the price and all other details of your holiday with us at the time of booking and when you 
receive our confirmation invoice.

4. OUR PRICING POLICY Reg’s Coaches Ltd. (trading as Shaws Coaches) endeavour to ensure that the most up to 
date and correct prices are shown in our brochure. Occasionally, an incorrect price may be shown, due to an error. When we 
become aware of any such error, we will endeavour to notify you at the time of booking (if we are then aware of the mistake) 
or as soon as reasonably possible. We reserve the right to cancel the booking if you do not wish to accept the price which is 
applicable to the holiday. Local Authorities in many towns and cities throughout Europe have introduced new tourist taxes 
which must be paid directly to the hotel by all guests in person. These taxes are not included in our prices but we will notify 
you when applicable.

The price of the holiday will not be subjected to any surcharges except those arising from exchange 
rate changes, transportation including the price of fuel, air & ferry operator fares and tolls, embarkation or disembarkation 
fees at terminals, duties and taxes (including the rate of VAT). Even in these cases we will absorb the cost equivalent to cost 
of the first 2% of the holiday price.  Amounts more than this plus £1 administration fee and Travel Agents commission will 
be surcharged to you. If this means the total cost of the holiday increases by more than 8% then you are entitled to cancel 
your holiday and receive a full refund of all monies paid except any insurance premium and amendment charges.

5. IF YOU CHANGE YOUR BOOKING If, after our confirmation has been issued, you wish to change to another of 
our holidays or change departure date, we will do our utmost to make the changes, but we cannot guarantee to do so. 
However, notification must be received in writing at our offices from the person who signed the booking form, at least eight 
weeks before departures. This must be accompanied by a payment of £10pp to cover our administrative costs, plus costs we 
incur in making the amendment. Alterations cannot be made within eight weeks of departure and any such request for an 
alteration will be treated as a cancellation of the original booking and will be subject to the cancellation charges set out in 
paragraph below.

6. TRANSFERRING YOUR BOOKING You can transfer your booking to somebody else but the person must satisfy 
all the conditions of the holiday and you must inform us either by letter or email no less than 7 days before departure.

You will remain responsible for ensuring payment before 
the balance due date. This is in addition to (and does not affect) the separate liability of the transferee to us.

We will let you or your booking agent know about any important changes as soon as possible, 
including the minimum number of passengers required on the trip. If after booking, and before departure, we make a major 
change to your holiday, you will have the option of withdrawing from the holiday without penalty or transferring to 
another holiday without any charge. In either case, we will pay you compensation, according to the scale set below. A major 
change includes the time of your departure or return time by more than 12 hours, a change in departure point, location of 
resort or type of hotel, a change in cross channel travel, or specification of the coach. If we tell you about any of these changes 
after we have confirmed your holiday booking (other than force majeure), you may either: 
• accept the new arrangements as offered by us; or

All holidays operate if the minimum number of participants is met. However, in no case will we cancel your holiday less 
than 8 weeks before the scheduled departure date, except where you have failed to pay the final balance or because of force 
majeure (force majeure means an event which we or the suppliers of the services in question could not foresee or avoid and 
is therefore beyond our control).

9. OUR RESPONSIBILITY TO YOU We accept responsibility for ensuring the holiday which you book with us is 
supplied as described in our publicity material and the services offered reach a reasonable standard and if you are in difficulty 
we will assist you. If any part of our holiday contract is not provided as promised, you may terminate the contract without 
paying a termination fee and we will pay you appropriate compensation if this has affected your enjoyment of your holiday. 
We will however, not be liable if there are any unforeseeable or unavoidable actions of a third party not connected with our 
travel services, or there were unavoidable or extraordinary circumstances, or the lack of conformity is due to a traveller in the 
party. We accept responsibility for the acts and/or omissions of our employees, agents and suppliers except where they lead 
to death, injury or illness. Our liability in all cases shall be limited to a maximum of twice the value of the original holiday 
cost (not including insurance premiums and amendment charges). We accept responsibility for death, injury, or illness 
caused by the negligent acts and/or omissions of our employees or agents together with our suppliers and sub-contractors, 
servants and/or agents of the same whilst acting within the scope of, or during their employment in the provision of your 
holiday. We will accordingly pay to our clients such damages as might have been awarded in such circumstances under 
English Law.

It is therefore a condition of this contract that 
you communicate any problem to the supplier of the services in question AND to our representative whilst in resort and 
obtain a written report form. If you fail to follow this simple procedure, we cannot accept responsibility as we have been 
deprived of the opportunity to investigate and rectify the problem.

11. OUR COACHES We will always use our reasonable endeavours to provide a coach to the specification in our brochure 
or advert, but reserve the right to substitute an alternative vehicle should there be unforeseen circumstances. There is a 
seating plan but in some cases, operational reasons may require a coach with a different configuration. We reserve the right 
to alter a coach seating plan and allocate seats other than those booked. Single passengers may be required to share a double 
seat with other single passengers. When your booking is confirmed, you will be offered the best seats that are available at that 
time. If you feel that you require two seats, then these must be booked and paid for in advance, at the time of booking. If 
you fail to do this and it transpires that the seat allocated to you is insufficient for your needs and there is no alternative 
seating available then you will be refused access to the coach and any payments made will be liable to forfeiture.

If you or any other member of your party is abusive, 
disruptive or behaves in a way that could cause damage or injury to others or affect their enjoyment of their holiday or which 
could damage property, we have the right to terminate your contract with us and we will have no further liability or 
obligation to you. The coach driver/representative, ship's captain, or authorised official is entitled to refuse you boarding if 
in their reasonable opinion you are unacceptably under the influence of drink or drugs or you are being violent or 
disruptive. If you are refused boarding on the outward journey we will regard it as a cancellation by you and we will apply 
cancellation charges. If on your return journey, we have the right to terminate the contract  with you. We also request that 
mobile telephones are not used on the coach.

18. TRAVEL INSURANCE We strongly advise that you take out personal travel insurance for the trip, and for some 
tours, insurance will be compulsory.
